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The objectives of this research were to investigate
1) the cooperative members’ personal and occupational charac-
teristics, information perception level, and level of participa-
tion in the rice production and marketing services project by
Kamphaengphet Agricultural Cooperative Federation, Ltd.; 2) their
level of satisfaction with the project as well as its
relationship to their participation in the project; and 3) their
recommendations for project improvements. The data were collected
by means of interview schedules from randomed sample of 230
members of 12 cooperatives, and analyzed by the SPSS/PCT computer

program.

The findings revealed that most of the respondents were

male, 45 years old on average, and had completed a primary
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education. They had an average annual agricultural income of
110,091.56 Baht per family, an average of 41 rai farm land per
family. They had an average of 22 years farm experience, and less

than one year of membership period.

The respondents perceived that they acknowledged the
project information at a low level on the following activities:
planning for paddy collection; taking care of paddy; providing
loans to the members; and paddy processing and rice selling
management. They also had a low level of satisfaction with the

project.

In term of their participation, the respondents had
participated at a low level in the following activities: planning
for paddy collection; taking care of paddy; and paddy processing

and rice selling management.

The Pearson’s r revealed that the respondents’
perception of information were significantly correlated with
their participation in the project. Guildford’s Rule of Thumb
had indicated that there was a high correlation among the

considered variables.

The following preparations were recommended as
necessities for better project operation: surveying quantities of
paddy to be sold to the project before the harvesting time;
preparation of sufficient funds for purchasing the members’ paddy

at a price higher than the market price; greater convenience in
