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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to study on the operation of
Surin Hospital Official Credit Cooperative Limited which was
awarded as the best Cooperative of the year 1987 from His Majesty
the King. The main objectives are to study the knowledge levels
of the Cooperative members about the Cooperative principles,
attitudes, loyalty and benefits received from the cooperative.
Methodology used were questionaires about general knowledge in
Cooperative, questionaires on Likert Scales Attitudes Testing,
and questionaires about present and expected situation of
members' opinions. Stratified Random Sample method was used

with 264 samples out of the total 850 population.

The results of the study found that the cooperative
members had high level of the knowledge about principles and
practices. They also had high levels of the attitudes about the

cooperative business. In addition, it was found by statistical
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testing that the knowledge about cooperative principles and
practices had significantly no correlation with the mnembers’

attitudes at 0.01 level.

In the aspect of present and expected roles of the Coopera-
tive, it was found by statistical testing that the cooperative
did not serve the well-being standard of living of the members
who hoped to get high benefits from the cooperative. But in fact,

the benefits obtained are on medium level.

From the member's opinions about the operation of the
cooperative it was concluded that the cooperative lacked of the
proper monthly information in business reports, the committee's
act.ivities, the cooperative's regulations. and this leads to the
members' misunderstandings. [t is also suggested that a secret
vote system should be used in election of the committee in the
annual meeting. Aand. the cooperative should raise the ceiling

of the loans to the nembers.
