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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research study was to explore the lifestyle of Christians
people on the economic, social, cultural, and environmental aspects in Baan Khuntae, Moo 5,
Doikaew sub-district, Chom Thong, district, Chiangmai. This included the consistency of
community life in Baan Khuntae with the sufficiency economy concept. Data collection was
done through participatory and non participatory observation, review of secondary data, in-depth
interview, formal and informal conversation. The obtained data were analyzed quantitatively and
qualitatively.

7 Findings showed that the Christians in Baan Khuntae were Karen (Skaw Karen).
They established their village about 200 years ago. They had a high level of good relationships to
each other and neighbors. Besides, they recognized the need of being part of the community.
Their main occupation was farming and followed by being hired-workers.

Most of them believed in God and perceived that God created man. They also
believed in the Holy Bible, eternal life, prophets, ghost, angels, the relationship between human
and God and nature. Besides, they perceived the human must do everything to fulfill the will of
God.

For the Environment, they made compost and liquid organic fertilizer to
supplement soil fertility and plant growth. Besides they grew herbal plants used for insect
elimination instead of chemical using. This helped decrease pollution at a highest level.

For conformity of their life style to the sufficiency economy based on economic,

social, cultural, environmental aspects, an average mean score was found at 4.09. As a whole,
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their life style had a high level of conformity to the sufficiency economy in terms of economic,
social, cultural, and environmental aspects with an average mean score of 4.01, 4.07, 4.16, and

4.12, respectively.
