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ABSTRACT

This study was conducted to investigate: 1) socio-economic characteristics of
ethnic farmers in the area of Mon Ngo Royal Project Development Center, and 2}ethnic farmer
participation in activities of Mon Ngo Royal Project Development Center on problem seeking,
planning, decision-making, monitoring, and valuation. Interview schedules were used for data
collection administered with 223 ethnic farmers. They were obtained by stratified simple random
sampling. Obtained data were analyzed by using the Statistical Package.

Findings revealed that most of the informants were male, 47 years old
on average, elementary school graduated, Buddhists, and married. They had 4.36 family
members on average. Almost all of the informants were Mon Ngo by birth. They had been living
there for 46 years on average. They had been doing farming for 28 years with an averageannual
income of 137,210.79 baht. They had their own farming land for 8 rai on average, used their own
capital for farming, and were members of vegetable growing group. They had a high level of
knowledge and understanding about the activities of Mon Ngo Royal Project Development
Center. They perceived information about the center through word-of-mouth, 3-5 times per year.
They stated that the information was appropriate at a high level. However, it was interesting and
up to date at a moderate level. Their expectation on the benefits of the center activities was found
at a moderate level.

It was found that the informants participated in the center activities at a moderate
level (= 3.18). This was in terms of: 1) monitoring and evaluation; 2) problem seeking; 3)
activity participation; and 4} planning and decision-making, respectively, There was a

statistically significant relationship between the participation in Mon Ngo Royal Project
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Development Center activities and age, educational attainment, religion, race, marital status, land
holding, number of family members, fanming experience, years of living in the village, including

knowledge and understanding of the center activities.
