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This research aimed to examine factors affecting members’
participation in the activities of Sanpatong Agricultural Cooperative Ltd.
Chiang Mai Province by considering the relationship between the
variables dealing with economy, society, knowledge and understanding,
and the members’ attitudes and their participation in the cooperatives’
activities. The results of this study will be used as a guideline to
improve the members’ participation and the cooperatives process.

The data were collected by means of interview schedule from 343
samples of the cooperatives’ members selected by Multi-Stage Sampling

and analyzed to test the hypothesis by using the Chi-Square test.

The results were as follows : the size of landholding for
agriculture and the period of membership were the two main factors that
affected the members’ participation. It was found that the owners of
large landholding participated in the cooperatives’ activities more than
those who owned small landholding and the long period of membership was

also participated in the cooperatives’ activities more than those



who short period of membership. Other factors i.e. sex, age, level of
education, income, and knowledge and underétanding of cooperative
principles and practices did not affect the members’ participation.
It was alsc found that the members’ attitudes toward personnel,
regulations and rules dealing with the cooperatives together with the
expected benefits from the cooperatives affected their participation
while their attitudes toward the operation of the cooperatives had no
affect on their participation. As a whole, it can be said that the
members’ attitudes non-significantly affected their participation

in the activities of Sanpatong Agricultural Cooperative Ltd.
