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ABSTRACT

This study was conducted to investigate: 1) general characteristics of the
community police volunteers, Muang Chiangmai police station; 2) level of the participation in the
prevention and suppression of crimes of the community police volunteers; and 3) factors related
to the level of the participation in the prevention and suppression of crimes. A set of
questionnaires was used for data collection administered with 105 community police volunteers,
Muang Chiangmai police station. Obtained data were analyzed by using percentage, mean and
standard deviation. Chi-square was used for analyzing factor related to the level of the
participation in prevention and suppression of crimes of the house police volunteers. The factors
were based on the following; 1) personal factors, i.e. sex, age, educational attainment, marital
status, occupation and income; 2) attitude towards Muang Chiangmai police station and public
mind; and 3) knowledge and experience in being a member of house police volunteers and
training on the prevention and suppression of crimes. Meanwhile, the level of participation and
suppression of crimes was based on decision making, implementation, benefits, and evaluation.
Results of the study revealed the following:

Most of the respondents (78.10%) were male, Less than one-half of the
respondents (43.81%) were 49 years old on average. More than one-half of the respondents
(66.67%) were secondary school graduates. Less than one-half of the respondents (42.86%) were
married. Less than one-half of the respondents (4.76%) had their own business. The respondents’
income range was 5,000-10,000 baht per month. It was fond that the respondents had a high level

of positive attitude towards Muang Chiangmai police station (; = 3.72) and public mind (J_C=
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4.47). For factors on knowledge and experience, 59.05 percents of the respondents had a high
level of implementation, management, and laws concerning with authorities of community police
volunteers. More than one-half of the respondents (68.60%) had experience in the training on
prevention and suppression in other curricular programs aside from the curricular program on
being a community police volunteer.

With regards to the level of participation in the prevention and suppression, the
following were found at a moderate level: decision making (% 2.97), benefits (;= 3.06), and
evaluation {x 2.94). However, implementation was found at a high level (3.43). For actors
related to the lcvel of the participation in the prevention and suppression of crimes, it was found
that there was a statistically significant relationship between the participation in the prevention
and suppression of crimes and income/attitude toward Muang Chiangmai police station. As a
whole, however, there was no statistically significant relationship between the participation in the
prevention and suppression of crimes and the following factors: sex, age, educational attamment,
marital status, occupation, experience, and knowledge. It was also found that age and occupation
had a relationship with the participation in benefits. Also, experience had a relationship with the

level of the participation in the implementation and evaluation.
