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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to explore: 1) the community context related to
the participation in the management of cultivation land within the forestry area beyond the
allotted zones and 2) community partieipation and a guideline for cultivation land management
within the forestry area. The samplc group in this study consisted of 17 local people. Locale of
the study covered an area of 51 rai — ngan — 77 wa’. Data collection was done through informal
interview, observation, in-depth interview, and knowledge exchange venue. Dada were
monitored continually.

Findings showed that Ban Paka was an Akka community which was settled in
1947. It was located in the area of Doi Tung royal development project aiming at rehabilitating
natural resources and reducing drug problem. Ban Paka community utilized the land within the
forestry area beyond the allotted zones. There was a committee and a community committee
determining rules and regulations on the utilization of watershed area, graveyard, village public
area, and creek arca. Encroachment of and area beyond the allotted zones was prohibited and
1,000 fine would be done if there is violation. Meanwhile, knowledge in the agro-forestry was
applied in forest area management. Arabika coffee was the major crop grown there. Also, there
was the system management on soil and water utilization / conservation based on the principle of
3 crop types — 4 benefits. This was developed until it was the model of land utilization

management in the area beyond the allotted zones.
