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ABSTRACT

This study was conducted to explore: 1) investigation style of the objection
against local ¢lection and administrators of the Election Committee Office, Northern Thailand
and 2) problems encountered and a guideline for solving the problems. It was in the form of
mixed method: qualitative and quantitative research. Data were collected form 45 investigation
personnel under the supervision of the Election Committce Office, northern Thailand (9
provinces).

Results of the study revealcd that there were 5 steps of the investigation style: 1)
considering the petition in the election objection; 2) taking a statement of the petitioner and the
witness; 3) taking a statement of the additional witness whom the sub-committee had sought; 4)
collecting witnesses and evidences for the investigation; and 5) making conclusions of the
investigation. As whole, it was found that the following had a low lcvel of administration
(administrators): planning, task allocation, supervision, coordination, and task control (J_C = 1.84).
Besides, the following had a low level of administration (general public): planning, task

allocation, supcrvisions, coordination, and task control (J_C =2.00).
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For problems encountered, the following were found: evidence did not clearly
indicate offence; local witnesses were not willing to take part in the investigation; some witnesses
were illiterate; evidence occupants were not willing to submit evidences to investigation
personnel. The following were suggestions for the investigation management: 1) the Election
Committee Office should provide an opportunity for the public to take part in local election
ﬁlmning and 2) control and inspection of various lawsuits should be more rapid so that the public

can perceive it rapidly.
