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ABSTRACT

This study was conducted to investigate: 1} demographic attributes of students;
2) behaviors on exposure to the information on sufficiency economy of the student; and
communicative factors related to the sufficiency economy having an effect on knowledge,
attitudes, and adoption of the students. The sample group in this study consisted of 300
Mattayomsuksa 5 students of Yupparaj Wittayalai School, Chiangmai province. A set of
questionnaires was used for data collection administered with the students.

Findings showed that more than one-half (55%) of the respondents were male.
Most of the respondents were 17 years old and taking Science-Math program. All of the
respondents did not have extra job because their parents or guardians wanted them to study only.
Their average allowance was 1,500-2,500 baht per month. Most of their parents had an average
monthly income for more than 30,000 baht. More than one-half (57.7%) of the respondents had
domicile in Muang district, Chiangmai province. The respondents perceived information about
sufficiency economy through an individual most. Both teachers and students (99%) strongly
agreed to the philosophy of sufficiency economy. They had positive attitude toward sufficiency
economy and hoped that it could make the country strong in all aspects. It could be a guideline
for planning, development, and poverty alleviation. Sufficiency economy could be applied to the

following at a highest level: planning on daily expenses; moderate livelihoods; self-reliance and
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savings; and generosity. Besed on hypothesis testing, it was found that there was a relationship
between type of mass media and attitude towards sufficiency economy. The practice on
sufficiency economy was found at a very low level. Thus, it should be disseminate through mass

media more than ever.
