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ATTITUDES OF FARMERS TOWARDS PRODUCTION PROCESS OF

The objectives of this research were to examine 1) the
personal amxl socio-economic background of the farmers growing
garlic in Chiangdao District cChiangmai province, 2) their
attitudes towards the production process of Chinese garlic for
production process; 3) factors relating to their attitudes towards
the production process of Chinese garlic. The data were collected
by interviews taken from 155 samples who were growing garlic in
Chiangdao District, Chiangmai province; and were selected by
simple random sampling method analyzed by using the SpPSs/pPCt

program.
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The result of the research could be concluded that
personal and socio-economic conditions revealed that 54.84 of the
respondents were male and 41 years old on average. Most of them
were married, had completed primary education and had made an
average income of about 72,541 bath by selling the yield of
garlic in 1997. The average experiences in growing garlic was
about. 54 percent, and on average they were visited by agricultural
officers 3 times per year.

The attitudes of farmers growing garlic towards
the production process of Chinese garlic revealed that the
respondents had positive attitudes towards the production process
of Chinese garlic. They had medium attitudes towards the
production process conerning the variety, growing, harvesting and
marketing of Chinese garlic but had negative attitudes towards
the cultivation.

There are many factors of correlation about the
attitudes of garlic growers towards the production process of
Chinese _garlic. The result of the research revealed that the
labor for growing garlic was significant to the attitudes of
garlic growers. Factors such as sex, age, status, education,
income, experience in garlic growing, unit of land, the member
group of garlic growers and the visiting of agricultural officers

are found to be correlated to the attitudes of garlic growers.
